Additionally, the welcome mural, first painted in 2020 by
local artists, underwent maintenance and improvement work
in April of this year. This painted wall, created by the
Creativos Alternos group artists, will continue to greet cruise
tourists who visit the Port of Progreso, Yucatán, with its
colorful appearance.

The local government in the Port of
Progreso has revealed a new 9.8-foot-
tall statue of Poseidon, the god of the
sea in Greek mythology.
The statue, which is about three meters
high, is positioned in the beach area,
around five meters into the sea, directly
in front of the pink basketball court
that is named after the same
mythological character.
The intention behind this addition is to
not only enhance the landscape but
also to increase tourism in the region.
Visitors now have another reason to
explore this Yucatan beach and
appreciate the beauty and history that
this new attraction offers.
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NEW AND
RENEWED
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So far in 2024, the Port
of Progreso has
welcomed 37 cruise
ships, bringing 113,556
passengers to the
Yucatan region. The
unprecedented
heatwaves observed this
summer season are not
expected to affect the
number of calls that will
have been received by
the end of the year. 

Together, the top five
destinations in Yucatan
receive more than one-
third of the passengers
who arrive by cruise
ships to the Port of
Progreso. From January
to May of this year this
equated to over 39
thousand passengers.

In May, the Yucatan Tourism Board began a
professionalization workshop for Nature Guides, involving 23
stakeholders from the Port of Progreso area. 
This, as part of a five-year running action plan, has been
aimed at providing certification to service providers who
cater to both cruise passengers and all tourists, benefiting all
communities in Yucatan.
